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/DAY 2 NORTH SHORE ATTRACTIONS
AND OUTDOOR ADVENTURES

Today’s activities take visitors to Vancouver’s
North Shore mountains, to explore the city’s
great outdoors. The Capilano Suspension
Bridge is located in the heart of Vancouver’s
temperate rainforest. After crossing the famous
bridge, visitors can enjoy the invigorating
Treetops Adventure. But for those who go
weak in the knees at the thought of crossing
a bridge suspended high across the canyon,
there are numerous things to explore on the
terra firma side including Totem Park, Cliffwalk,
native carving demonstrations, a history walk
and gift shop.

The next stop is Grouse Mountain - The
Peak of Vancouver, located a short distance
up the road from the Capilano Suspension
Bridge. Once at the base, visitors will take the
Skyride to the top of the mountain, providing

sensational views of the city far below. At the
top, visitors will find a number of additional
activities included in the price of admission
such as the Refuge for Endangered Wildlife
featuring two orphaned grizzly bears, the
Birds in Motion demonstration, and the popular
Lumberjack Show. For adrenaline junkies, the
mountain offers the Eye of the Wind wind
turbine featuring a ViewPOD™ located 20
stories high and accessed via an elevator
contained within its supporting shaft . This,
Ziplining, tandem-paragliding and helicopter
tours are also available at an additional cost.

At the end of the day, visitors can check
out some of the local entertainment options
available throughout the city, such as Bard on
the Beach — an al fresco Shakespeare festival,
various theatrical and live music performances,
fireworks displays, great jazz concerts
and more.
