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/DAY 2 NORTH OF BURRARD INLET

Today allows for a closer look at the artwork
of specific Native carvers, weavers, sculptors
and goldsmiths. The first stop of the day is
the Bill Reid Gallery of Northwest Coast
Art, where visitors can explore the multi-level
gallery’s exhibited masks, carvings, paintings and
jewellery. Named after the acclaimed Haida artist
Bill Reid, the gallery is dedicated to understanding
and appreciating contemporary Aboriginal art of
the Northwest Coast of North America.

Following a visit to the gallery, visitors stroll their
way to the neighbourhood of Gastown - home to
some of the city’s very best private First Nations
art galleries, some of which specialize in museum
quality pieces.

From Gastown, it’s over to Vancouver’s North
Shore and a visit to the Capilano Suspension
Bridge. Visitors here will find a historic

Totem Park - featuring original totem poles from
the 1930, and get a glimpse into the lives of BC’s
First Nations people at Kiapalano - a First Nations
Cultural Centre in the park where traditional arts
and crafts are demonstrated, including carving,
weaving and beadwork.

Group option: While on the North Shore,
groups can transfer to the beautiful and serene
community of Deep Cove in North Vancouver.
They will meet with a guide from Takaya Tours
and set sail on their Traditional West Coast Canoe
Tour, where they will experience traditional
Coast Salish songs, stories and drumming with
First Nation guides on this two-hour guided tour
along the waters of Burrard Inlet and Indian Arm.
After working up an appetite, participants can
enjoy a traditionally prepared grilled salmon feast
to top off the day.

ROYAL BC MUSEUM IN VICTORIA

- Transfer to Vancouver Island on board
BC Ferries for a wonderful 90-minute
voyage to Victoria, B.Cs capital city.

- Arrive in Swartz Bay and transfer to the
downtown core and visit the Royal BC
Museum. The museum’s First Peoples
Gallery will provide you dramatic glimpses of
First Nations cultures before and after the
arrival of Europeans.

- Enjoy the scenic Sea-to-Sky highway route
to Whistler, taking advantage of the new

First Nations interpretive signage at pull-out
stops along the route.

- Once in Whistler, visit the Squamish Lil’wat
Cultural Centre in the Upper Village.
The centre is home to exhibits, cultural
programming and celebration, as well as a
café serving traditional aboriginal fare.

- During the summer, an alternative to driving
back to the city is the Sea-to-Sky Climb
railjourney operated by Rocky Mountaineer
between Whistler and Vancouver.
